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Administering Medicines Policy

Little Bears Pre-School agrees to administer medication as part of maintaining their health and well being or when recovering from and illness. Any medicines administered must have been prescribed by the child’s GP.

The named person for administering medicines, as well as getting consent forms filled in is 

· Children taking prescribed medicines must be well enough to attend Pre-School.

· Only prescribed medicine is administered. It must be in date and prescribed for the current condition.

· Children’s prescribed medicines are store in their original containers, are clearly labelled and are inaccessible to children.

· Parents must give written permission for the administration of the medication. The signed consent form must also include the following information:
- full name of the child and date of birth

- name of medication and strength

- who prescribed it

- dosage to be given in the setting

- how the medicine should be stored

- signature, printed name of parent and date

Storage of Medicines

· Medicines are stored in a locked cupboard or in a marked container in the fridge.

· The person responsible for administering the medicine must ensure that it is passed back to the parent/carer at the end of the day.

· For some conditions, medication may be kept at Pre-School , it must be checked for date regularly.

· No child may take their own medicine. Staff responsible must be vigilant even if a child is able to say that they needs their medicine e.g. an inhaler
This policy was first adopted at a meeting of the Pre-School on 7/4/11. It will be subject to regular reviews.
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
