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Fire safety and emergency evacuation policy – including PAT testing
The Pre-School ensures it’s premises present no risk of fire by ensuring the highest possible standard of fire precautions. Where necessary we would seek advice from a competent person such as a fire officer.

· The Pre-School leader carries out regular risk assessments and has attended relevant training.

· Fire doors are clearly marked, never obstructed and easily opened from the inside.

· Smoke detectors/alarms conform to BSEN standards and are checked as required.

· Records are kept of fire drills and the servicing of fire safety equipment

· Our emergency evacuation procedures are 

1. clearly displayed in the premises

2. explained to all members of staff, volunteers and parents

3. practised regularly  at least once every six weeks

Emergency evacuation procedure

· Children should become familiar with both the sound of the fire alarm or a whistle blown and what is expected when it sounds.

· Children and staff all need to know where the exits are and how children are lead from the building to the assembly point.

· Staff must ensure that all children are accounted for and who by.

· Pre-School staff must also know how long it takes the children to get to safety.

· Staff also have a clear procedure for calling the emergency services and how parents are contacted

· This procedure can be found in the front of the fire drill recording log book.

The Fire Drill Book must contain:

· Date and time of the drill

· How long it took

· Whether there were any problems that delayed evacuation

· Any further action taken to improve the drill procedure
This policy was first adopted at a meeting of the Pre-School on 7/4/11. It will be subject to regular reviews.
